You can still vote if you declare your identity and address in writing and have someone who
knows you and who is assigned to your polling station vouch for you.

The voucher must be able to prove their identity and address. A person can vouch for only
one person (except in long-term care facilities).

Voter Eligibility:

Check if you are registered to vote through the Online Voter Registration Service.

To vote, you must be:
- 18 years of age or older on election day (Monday, April 28)
- A Canadian citizen

Most Canadians who are eligible to vote are already registered in the National Reqgister of
Electors. If you are registered and you checked off both Elections Canada boxes on your tax
return, your registration will be updated with your current home address.
